Born 9th December 1943 in Gloucestershire, England, Trollope was educated
at Reigate County School for Girls and St Hugh's College, Oxford. From 1965
to 1967 she worked at the Foreign Office, followed by several years of
teaching prior to becoming a full-time writer in 1980. Joanna is the eldest of
three, the mother of two daughters and the stepmother of two step-sons, she
has been married twice but now lives alone. She also writes historical
novels, many published under the name of Caroline Harvey. In 1996 she
received the OBE for services to literature in the Queens Birthday Honours
List. She comments that 'life' has been the greatest influence on her writing.
Joanne is distantly related to Anthony Trollope author of The Barchester
Chronicles, amongst others.

About the book

Brought up by the same parents, but born to two different mothers, Nathalie
and David have grown up as brother and sister. Following the discovery of
her own child's hereditary hearing disorder Nathalie's previous acceptance of
her adoption is shaken and she sets out to find her own birth mother.
