Author Biography
Born Patricia Neal in 1941 in Birmingham Alabama, Fannie Flagg was a 
comedian and actress in film and television before becoming a writer.  She 
starred in programmes such as Candid Camera, films such as Grease and 
on Broadway in the Best Little Whorehouse in Texas.  Her first novel, Daisy 
Fay and the Miracle Man (aka Coming Attractions), was developed from a 
short story written for a writing contest in 1978.  She was approached to 
expand it into a full length novel but was reluctant because of her poor 
spelling and grammar.  Her second novel, Fried Green Tomatoes at the 
Whistle Stop Café, was made into the movie Fried Green Tomatoes for 
which she received an Academy Award nomination for best screenplay.
Described by one critic as a shamelessly sentimental writer she 
nevertheless has a gift of entertainment but also writes with a social 
conscience.  Her novels have underlying threads covering issues such as 
race, discrimination, equal rights and in the case of Can't Wait to get to 
Heaven - eternal life.
